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City Council of the City of Carbondale, Illinois
Regular Meeting

September 21, 2004

The City Council of the City of Carbondale, Illinois, held a regular meeting on Tuesday, September 21, 2004,
in City Council Chambers of the Carbondale Civic Center, 200 S. Illinois Avenue. Following a meeting of
the Local Liquor Control Commission, Mayor Brad Cole called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. with the
following-named members of the City Council present/absent:

1. Roll Call

Present: Councilman Steven N. Haynes, Councilman Lance Jack, Councilwoman Sheila Simon,
Councilwoman Corene McDaniel and Mayor Brad Cole.

Absent: Councilman Chris Wissmann (entered at 7:47 p.m.) and Councilwoman Margaret Flanagan
 

Also present were City Clerk Janet M. Vaught, City Manager Jeffrey W. Doherty and various members
of the City's administrative staff. 

2. General Announcements and Proclamations

1. Announcement of City Council meeting on October 5, 2004, at SIUC Student Center

The City Clerk announced that in accordance with the City Council schedule, the next
meeting of the City Council will be held on October 5, 2004, at 7:00 p.m. Ballroom B
of the SIUC Student Center. The Mayor noted that because of the location, the meeting
would not be televised live or rebroadcast on Channel 16.

2. Presentation of Police Accreditation Certificate to Mayor and Council

Police Chief Steve Odum presented the Certificate from the Commission on
Accreditation for Law Enforcement Agencies indicating that the Carbondale Police
Department is accredited for three years.

Fire Chief Jeffery Anderson introduced new Fire Captain Doug Biggs.

Mayor Brad Cole declared the week of October 3-9, 2004, as “Fire Prevention Week” and
presented the proclamation to Fire Chief Jeffery Anderson.

Councilwoman Simon expressed her thanks to the Mayor and Council for taking a few
moments between the Liquor Commission and City Council meetings to take photos with
a young Japanese exchange student from Nakajo. The Mayor added that the City hosted the
four educators accompanying the Nakajo students at City Hall on Monday.

Mayor Cole announced that the Paul Simon Federal Building was officially dedicated at a
ceremony which took place on Monday morning.
