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LOCAL LIQUOR CONTROL COMMISSION
September 22, 2009

The Local Liquor Control Commission held a meeting on Tuesday, September 22, 2009, in City
Council Chambers, Room 108 of the Civic Center, 200 S. Illinois Avenue.  Chairman Brad Cole
called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with the following-named members of the Commission
present/absent:

Also present were City Clerk Janet M. Vaught, City Manager Allen Gill and various members
of the City’s administrative staff.

2. Approval of Minutes

C. McDaniel moved, M. Pohlmann seconded, that the Commission approve the minutes of the
Liquor Control Commission meeting held on August 18, 2009.  VOTE: Ayes:  L. Jack, J.
Fritzler, C. McDaniel, M. Pohlmann, C. Wissmann, S. Haynes and B. Cole.  Nays:  None.
Motion declared carried.

3. Consideration of an Application for a class B2 liquor license for M.L.K. Enterprises,
L.L.C. d/b/a The Blue Martin, 215 East Main Street

Applicants T.J. Martin and Joe Lerner were present to answer questions, as well as Attorney
Webb Smith.

The City Clerk noted that the Liquor Advisory Board had recommended approval of the license
contingent upon receipt of all outstanding items.  The address is the “Fusion” portion of Club
Traz/Fusion.  If the license for The Blue Martin is approved, the license for Club Traz will be
amended to reflect the closure of Fusion under the license held by Backstreet Entertainment.  A
beer garden may be planned for later and the applicants would have to return to the Commission
for approval of the beer garden plans.  All approvals and paperwork has been submitted; there
are no items outstanding.

M. Pohlmann moved, S. Haynes seconded, that the Commission approve the Class B2 liquor
license for M.L.K. Enterprises, L.L.C. d/b/a The Blue Martin, 215 East Main Street, with the
understanding that if a beer garden is planned at a later date, the beer garden plans will have to
come back  to the Liquor Advisory Board  and  Liquor Control  Commission  for  review  and
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contingent upon receipt of the surrendered license for Club Traz for the purpose of removing the
Fusion portion from the licensed premises.  DISCUSSION: Commissioner Jack questioned how
the issuance of a license for this business differs from the Commission’s action on the issuance
of a license at another business when that license holder had to relinquish the current license
before the new license could be considered. Chairman Cole said that situation dealt more with
issues with the current licensee but the Commission did approve the issuance of the license to
the new applicant. The Chairman also added that in the prior situation the current license was
also under suspension by the Illinois Liquor Control Commission at the time the new application
was under consideration. Chairman Cole noted that there have been no issues with this current
licensee or the current applicant so this situation is different and reminded the Commission that
the new license will not be issued until the current license is brought in and corrected to reflect
the removal of the Fusion area. VOTE ON MOTION: Ayes:  L. Jack, J. Fritzler, C. McDaniel,
M. Pohlmann, C. Wissmann, S. Haynes and B. Cole.  Nays:  None.  Motion declared carried.

4. Adjournment

There being no further business to come before the Commission, Chairman Cole declared the
meeting adjourned at 7:07 p.m.
